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Talent 

After the pledge card is turned in and we have re-
ceived our pledge envelopes, we begin giving our 
treasure each month by paying our pledge.  For some, 
it may stop there; but for many at St. Jamesô, it's just 
the beginning.  We have so many wonderful volun-
teers at St. Jamesô who not only share their talent 
with the church, but also out in the Community. 

Some people are hesitant to share their talent for 
many reasons ("I'm too busy" or "I don't have any-
thing to offer" or "I'm afraid I'll fail or be embar-
rassed" or "they wouldn't want me").  I've been there 
and have used most of the excuses.  One of my earli-
est memories of "volunteering" or using my talent 
was with my junior high youth group.  We raked 
leaves for elderly members of our (Presbyterian) 
church in Minneapolis (where there are plenty of 
leaves to rake).  It turned out to be fun, and we 
roasted hot dogs afterwards (yes, burning some of 
those leaves).  When my daughter started school, I 
volunteered at her school and then, of course, there 
was Brownies.  Each time, it became easier, less 
scary, and more meaningful.  Now it is just part of 
my daily life.  From my own experience, I have 
learned that I get much more in return than I give by 
making new friends, learning how to do something 
new (learning a new skill), and just enjoying the ex-
perience of giving.  God has given each of us special 
talents to be used to help each other.  Using your tal-
ent for Godôs work is one of the most personally ful-
filling and meaningful experiences youóll ever have.   

We are also responsible for passing on the faith to 
future generations.  How we interact with people in 
front of our children teaches valuable lessons on how 
to live.  Our participation at Mass and in ministries 
prepares a roadmap for ourselves and those with 
whom we have influence on how to lead a Christ-
centered life.  And what more valuable lesson to 
teach children than giving of ourselves to help others.  
Children learn by example.  Most adults who volun-
teer can no doubt reflect back on their youth or a time 
when someone had an influence on them - a parent, 
grandparent, neighbor, Sunday School teacher, youth 
leader - and instilled in them the attitude and joy of 
doing something for the good of others.  I am hopeful 
that I have been a good example to my daughter and 
grandchildren.

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I read somewhere (and Iôm sorry I donôt remember where) about a theologian priest who said there are as 

many ways to pray as there are people who pray.  Brilliant observation, I thought.  This statement directed my 
thinking into our communal worship.  Is it possible to accommodate more styles of prayer into a service that 
weôve agreed  has some value and some purpose in our lives? 

We have lots of prayers and lots of words in a worship service.  Have we left room to pray and contemplate 
quietly, too?  If we have eyes to see, ears to hear, hands to touch, mouths to speak, noses to smell, are we able 
to engage those senses in different combinations?  

There have been debates about how to do this, when to do this.  Adding various elements, here and there, 
can encourage the use of those senses.  I am reminded of our use of the Tibetan bowl that rings out over the 
congregation.  There is the smell of flowers in the worship spaces sometimes.  We donôt use wax candles very 
much anymore, but there was  a distinctive smell when they were extinguished at the end of a service.  We 
grasp hands and exchange hugs at the Peace, some of us lift our hands up at parts of the prayers, and some-
times I need to close my eyes and bow my head to focus on a particular prayer of that moment. 

Whatever your practices in prayer, go forth and keep with it.  Through it all, time and time again, through 
centuries of witness, people have looked at the practice and power of prayer to carry them and us through the 
myriad events of this life.  Pray without ceasing is a worthy goal.  For a (possibly) new practice, turn to page 
810 in the Book of Common Prayer and see the index for Prayers and Thanksgivings.  Some 81 prayers are 
listed.  If you and I pray those prayers, three each day, we will pray through that list in a month.  I offer that as 
a journey of prayer book prayers for June 2010!

Blessings to women who are part of St. Jamesô Prayer Shawl Ministry.  Prayer Shawls are given by Eucharistic Min-

isters or Kathy Crary + , our priest, to St. Jamesô members who are in special need of loving care or a celebration such as 
the birth of a baby.  If you have never knitted or crocheted one, you should know this about them: 

¶ Because this is a spiritual practice, before one begins working each time, a blessing, prayer or thanksgiving is 
said, dedicating the work of your hands and the intentions of the receiver. 

¶ The shawls are wide and very long, 58 to 60 inches, so that they can be wrapped warmly around anyoneôs body 
and arms. 

¶ They take a long time to make and are crafted with loving care and often special designs. 

Sometimes when you are around members of the team or at a Comfortersô meeting you will hear someone say, 
ñWow!  Iôm never going to make one of those again!ò   But then one hears a story or receives a warm and loving ñThank 
Youò note from a recipient of a Prayer Shawl.
